The five-woman, four-man team helped distribute Christmas
gifts; shared at each of our services; taught at the youth cor-
rectional centers; and took food to the teens that make their

home on the streets.
The church here has grown in number and maturity this

year as never before! | remember when there were 8-12
men at the Monday evening discipleship classes. Now there

are 20-25 growing in their walk with the Lord and teaching others as they grow.
We ask you to intercede for our new foster daughter whose name | will omit, though |

mentioned her a few months ago. She gave her life to the Lord while in prison. She
was released just eight days ago and is enjoying her new life in Christ. She was once
the most feared female in the country due to her involvement in gangs. Those who
see her now marvel at the way she lives her life trusting in God, when she previously
trusted no one.

We had more than thirty overcoming girls graduate from the trade school. This
number includes adolescences and teens from the sewing school we began in the after-
noons at Day Care Number 2. Hopefully, this year we will begin a sewing school at
Center Number | as well this year. Nelly is excited and expectantly looking forward
to another successful year at the day care centers. She said we have enrolled an addi-
tional thirty children for 2008, even before the 2007 classes ended.
